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UNITED STATES POWER SQUADRONS GOVERNING BOARD MEETING 2009

The Governing Board Meeting was held in Kansas City, Missouri, September 10th, 11th and12th. All aspects of the USPS 
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The Governing Board Meeting was held in Kansas City, Missouri, September 10th, 11th and12th. All aspects of the USPS 
operation are studied and reviewed at this meeting. Over the three day period there were approximately 35 meetings.. Each 
department analyzes how USPS can become stronger; can streamline operations; minimize expenses and reach a broader segment 
of the public. The Governing Board adopted changes to the bylaws to become effective at the 2010 Annual Meeting to be held in
Orlando in February. These changes include: (1) change in the bylaws transferring the responsibilities of the Operations 
Committee to the Board of Directors as a cost saving initiative, (2) every member is eligible to earn a merit mark, (3) the extension 
of the educational exemption  requirement for membership until December, 2112, (4) simplified membership categories and dues 
structure.

The United States Coast Guard Commander Rizzo congratulated the United States Power Squadron on its 95th anniversary. 
Commander Rizzo expressed the Coast Guard’s appreciation of the Power Squadron’s goals of promoting boating safety and 
education which results in reducing water related deaths and injuries. In 2008, there were 700 water related deaths. Ninety per cent 
of these victims had no training in safe boat handling or practical on -the- water experience. The USPS vessel safety check 
program was praised for its positive effect upon the Coast Guard’s search and rescue mission. Having capable recreational boat 
operators on the water; handling a boat that has passed the USPS vessel safety check list, has resulted in dramatically reducing the 
Coast Guard’s search and rescue  time and expenses.

The Coast Guard has requested Power Squadron’s small boat owners; 20 feet or less, to help protect our coastline, rivers and 
inland lakes from the threat of terrorists in small boats. Log onto www:americaswaterwaywatch.org. to learn the types of 
questionable activities that may indicate trouble. Once a call is received from a concerned boater,  the Coast Guard is able to zero 
in where that boat is located within one half minute of the report.

Our national membership numbers have declined 15% as of June 30, 2009. This is the same percentage as 2008. Most of the 
decline is attributed to non-renewals. It is up to every member to be a member of the membership committee, not only helping to 
enlist new members, but also working to keep the members that we have involved.

The USPS’s educational courses have received high marks from educators for their contents. Our courses are in demand at 
colleges and universities. We need to work diligently at establishing our educational presence within our communities.

National reminded us again that soon the USPS will be paperless; all business being transacted electronically. The cost 
effectiveness is tremendous. Each squadron needs a member who is responsible for changing a members home address, phone 
numbers and e-mail addresses in the DB 2000 data base. This should be a routine task for a squadron.
